(4) Plaintiff shall advise defendant as soon as
possible as to the identity of her expert witnesses and the
subject of their expert reports.

(5) Plaintiff shall serve on or before July 12, 2021
any reports of expert witnesses with respect to class
certification issues.

(6) Defendant shall take the depositions of
plaintiff’s expert witnesses on or before August 2, 2021.

(7) Defendant shall serve on or before August 23,
2021 any responsive reports of expert witnesses. Plaintiff
shall take the depositions of defendant’s expert witnesses on or
before September 13, 2021.

(8) Plaintiff shall file and serve on or before
October 13, 2021 her brief in support of her motion for class
certification. Defendant shall file and serve on or before
November 15, 2021 any responsive brief in opposition to
plaintiff’s motion. Plaintiff shall file and serve on or before
November 18, 2021 any reply brief in support of her motion.

(9) The Court will schedule another status conference
with counsel after it decides the motion.
